‘The mitigation’

Clear instructions are given
Listen to instructions and remain attentive

Activity must not take place while river is in flood or

unsafe water levels/flow

Unconfident swimmers shouldn’t enter the water

without a buoyancy aid

Pre-check river for hazards and correct depth

Exit river ASAP, no swimming below slide

Land bottom first- feet and head up

Listen attentively and follow instructions

Regular checks by instructors
Pre activity check

- Move to an indoor Activity during “bad weather”

- Ensure the group has adequate clothing

- Challenge by choice
- Group encouragement
